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Discover the natural wonders of Malaysian Borneo along Sabah's east coast as you explore Malaysia' s
second-longest river, the mighty Kinabatangan Floodplain in search of Bornean elephants and
monkeys, and traverse throughout Danum Valley, a treasury of biological diversity amid a canopy of
the tallest tropical trees in the world searching for the iconic tropical wildlife that calls this majestic
part of the world home.

You will commence your tour from Sandakan along the east coast of Sabah and travel straight to your
nature resort to experience an introduction to the tropical rainforest of Borneo. The Rainforest
Discovery Centre provides comfortable wildlife viewing opportunities along the.treetop canopy
walkway and trails surrounding the education centre.

From here we travel to the riverine forests of the Kinabatangan Wildlife Sanctuary where you will
experience exploring the mangroves to keep an eye out for species who have adapted to this
incredible landscape such as proboscis monkeys, silvered langurs and crocodiles etc. Short jungle
treks will connect you with villages where you can experience local culture and purchase arts and
crafts. From here, we travel south stoppifig along the way at Gomantong Cave to experience the bat
exodus and hopefully encounter orangutans nearby the boardwalks.

Continuing your journey onto the Danum Valley Conservation Area where you will explore the largest
protected area of tropical lowland rainforest in Borneo where all the megafauna on the island resides.
Staying at a world-renowned research station, Danum Valley Field Centre, you will explore the
extensive network of trails throughout the research plots in search of orangutans, red langurs,
gibbons, Borneo pygmy elephants, cats, reptiles, civet and a plethora of bird species and not to
mention the peculiar encouF'ters during night walks! Following departure, you will travel north back to
Sandakan for onward travels.

Day 1 - 10 Feb: Arrive Sandakan.

Today you will arrive at Sandakan airport (in Sabah, Malaysian Borneo) and be transferred to our
Sepilok hotel - Borneo Sepilok Rainforest Lodge. This evening over dinner we shall meet for a tour
briefing. Meals: Nil

Day 2 - 11 Feb: Sandakan Tour

Today we will spend some time looking around.the town including a visit to the Sandakan war
memorial, Agnes Keith House and the English tea house for lunch. In the afternoon and also after
dinner we will take a walk at Rainforest Discovery centre before overnight at the Borneo Sepilok
Rainforest Lodge . Meals: B,L :

Day 3 - 12 Feb: Sepilok to Kinabatangan River via the Gomantong caves

Pick up from/your lodge in Sepilok at 8.30 am and transfer to the Kinabatangan river, stopping off
at the Gomantong caves along the way for a chance to explore Simud Hitam via a wooden
boardwalk! Keep an eye out as orangutans are often seen in the vici\m'ty of the caves. Arrive at
Hornbill Lodge (River Chalet) for lunch and check-in to your rooms. Aftefnopn river cruise (share-in
basis), dinner at the lodge and optional night cruise (additional charge to be paid directly to the
lodge). Meals: B,L,D

Day 4 - 13 Feb: Kinabatangan River

Early morning river cruise then return to the lodge for breakfast. After breakfast, set off on a
jungle walk with your guide to the nearby wildlife observation tower, the initial part of the trail is
quite steep but once you reach the ridge overlooking the river it will be worth the effort! Return to
the lodge to rest and have lunch. At 2:30pm embark on an extended river cruise in search of
pygmy elephants and wildlife further afield (3-4 hours). Later, you return for dinner at the lodge.
Optional night walk after dinner. Overnight Hornbill Lodge Meals: B,L,D
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Day 5- 14 Feb: Visit HUTAN (NGO)

Today we shall visit with HUTAN who are the local NGO group looking after orangutans and the
rainforests. They are supported by TOP and we shall see and learn about their wonderful work.
Afternoon return to overnight at the Hornbill Lodge. Meals:B,L,D

Day 6 - 15 Feb Danum Valley

Kinabatangan River - Tabin Wildlife Reserve

Enjoy a final morning river cruise, have breakfast and then leave from Hornbill Lodge at 9.30am
to Lahad Datu. After a stop for registration, continue on to Tabin Wildlife Reserve. In the
afternoon, take the Elephant trail to the active Lipad mud volcano which provides a-mineral salt
lick for wildlife. After dinner join the 4X4 night safari drive looking for nocturnal animals.
Overnight Tabin Wildlife Resort. Mealls:BX L,D
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Day 7 -16 Feb: Tabin Wildlife Resenge ,

Start with an optional early morni fg bird walk to discover some of Tabin's rich collection of
almost 300 bird species. After bze/;kfast, trek to Lipad Waterfall. Take a dip in the natural pool
and explore the surrounding area. Enjoy some free time at the lodge in the afternoon then, as
the sun sets, go on a dusk drive to look for nocturnal wildlife coming before returning to the

lodge for dinner and an after/dinner night walk on the nature trail near the resgrt. Overnight at
Resort. Meals: B,L,D ] 3
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Day 8: 17 Feb :Tabin to Kota Kinabalu

After breakfast, you can choose between 1) Free.and easy around the lodge until check out. Or
2) You can take a dawn jungle walk to look out for wildlife that is active at this time of the day
and then return for breakfast. Transfer out is at 1.30pm after lunch. You will be back in Lahad
Datu by 3pm foryour flight to Kota Kinabalu. We will touch down in Kota Kinabalu around 5pm
where W?—Wm*b met by our driver for transfer to the Mecure Hotel in the city. Meals: B, L
